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Abstract
My project will be an extension of my research on San Francisco’s Broadway strip entertainment and red light district. It is an area of about three blocks boarding San Francisco’s Chinatown and lying between Broadway and Pacific and Montgomery and Columbus that is extremely concentrated with businesses in the sex industry including bars, strip clubs, peep shows, video stores, etc. Historically the neighborhood has been a site of illicit and underground activity in San Francisco since the 1850s when it was known as the “Barbary Coast” and was a site of gambling, sex commerce, and other activities discursively located as “vice”. I will prepare a series of maps which will trace the neighborhood through history and reveal the ways in which race, economics, and vice are correlated. 
Introduction
In this project I will use GIS to study the spatial and cultural geography of San Francisco’s North Beach. The spatial distribution of sex work and sexual entertainment businesses is interesting because it reveals ways in which discourses of race, gender, and sexuality affected processes of urbanization and urban planning policy decisions. 
Research Question or Purpose of Project
My maps will coincide with text and together will reveal how historical processes of settlement and conquest, residential segregation, zoning, clustering of similar businesses, tourism, etc led to the Broadway’s strips formation.
Maps and Analyses
I will include four maps that will trace the neighborhood through the time period from 1850-2010. 
My first map will depict North Beach in the 1850s and will show how the area was shaped by the Gold Rush Settlement Boom and how concentration of vice businesses occurred as the area came to be known as the Barbary Coast.

 My second map will explore Chinatown in the 1900s. This map of Chinatown in 1892 shows vice areas including prostitution, gambling, and opium and it depicts areas of Chinese and White occupancy

My third map will depict vice and race in the North Beach in the 1950s when the area was very Italian and was known for its Bohemian atmosphere and proliferation of beat poets and artists. 
My last map will depict the strip as it is today. It will incorporate recent census information about population distribution based on race and economics, as shown by rent prices in the area to show how processes of redevelopment and gentrification have coincided with and are intrinsically linked to the consolidation and corporatization of vice industry in San Francisco through acquisitions of Déjà Vu Corporation. 
Data Sources
One of my sources for my first two maps is the David Rumsy Map Collection. This is a special GIS Browser that allows integration and interaction of historical maps with current geospatial data and other historical maps. Examination of the maps in GIS reveals changes in the history of the areas shown on the maps. It includes eleven historical maps of the San Francisco Bay area from 1851 to 1926

I will also use census data and already existing cloud maps of San Francisco for my data on race, crime, and economics. 
Let's look for actual data about the phenomenon at the heart of this, not just contextual stuff. 
Ideally we'll have actual data from police records.  Do you know if any such thing is available archivally?  Historic data that could be geocoded by location?
Exemplars
As far as I am aware there are no projects out there that are quite like mine. The historical process of Broadway strip’s formation through discourses around race, sexuality, and vice has not been studied in depth, one reason why this is the topic of my thesis research. 
Let's try hard to find similar or remotely related so that we can improve on it.
